There are 3 measures used to determine candidate competency at the completion of
the program. There 3 measures are the student teacher evaluation form, the NH TCAP
and the pass rates for the required NH licensure exams.

Student Teacher Evaluation form

The student teaching evaluation is scored on a scale of 0-3 with 1 = Does Not Meet
Target, 2 = Approaching Target, 3 = Target. An average score of 2 or higher is the
expected performance level across the EPP. Here’s a sample of the evaluation form.
Below are the average evaluation scores across the EPP for Initial Teacher Certification

Summary of state license examination results

NH requires the Praxis Il for certain licensure areas. In addition, the Elementary
Education and Early Childhood Licensure both require the Foundations of Reading
Test. The Praxis Il is highly recommended, but not required, prior to graduation. Many
graduates choose to teach in Massachusetts, which doesn’t accept the Praxis Il scores.
Massachusetts licensure applicants are required to pass the Massachusetts Tests for
Educator Licensure (MTELS). This helps to explain why so many students choose not

to complete the Praxis Il.
